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This presentation will explore some crucial questions in connection with the transmis-
sion of Tibetan Buddhist art to the West since the end of the 20th and the beginning of
the 21st centuries. What does the term transmission imply? How does the process of
adaptation of traditional Tibetan Buddhist art occur? To which written, artistic and
oral sources do Western Buddhist artists relate in their work? Can one already speak
of an independent Western or European Buddhist art? What are the differences
between modern Tibetan and Western Buddhist art? And finally, which role do female
artists play in the production of contemporary Tibetan Buddhist art?
