FUNDING

There are no tuition fees in Germany!

You will only pay an administrative fee of
currently €317 per semester. This gives students
full access to public transport in Bonn and the
entire state of North Rhine-Westphalia.

You can make a living here with around 800€ per
month (including mandatory health insurance).

There are some funding opportunities for
international students. Check with the German
Academic Exchange Service (DAAD).
