Language

Curriculum

International Students can learn Korean Language and culture in
depth through the Intensive Korean Language Curriculum Provided
by the Global Education institute. Language courses are divided into
6 different levels, and all students from who have no knowledge of
Korean Language to those intending to pursuit to an advanced level
are welcome to participate in the course. Each class will be consisted
of less than 15 students. Exchange students are eligible to take this

course at a 50% discount.

7. Life in Korea

National Health

Insurance Service

All international students who hold a D-2 student visa are subject
to the mandatory subscription to the National Health Insurance
Service. Upon immigration registration, students will be
automatically subscribed to the insurance plan and must pay monthly
insurance fees(around KRW 56,000 as of 2022). With National
Health Insurance, hospital and pharmaceutical fees will be
automatically deducted upon payments, and all health benefits will
apply as same as Korean citizens.

Part-time Jobs

1. Permission for part-time work for students

International students need to get prior permission for part-time
work. To obtain permission, you will need to submit the following
forms and go through the necessary procedures. Once part-time work
permission is authorized, undergraduate level students can work up
to 20 hours per week. There is no cap on the working hours during
weekends and vacations.
